Proposed Bylaws Change

Background — One of the benefits of a Platinum Sponsor is the invitation to set up a booth, tent, table,
etc. at our events to advertise the vendor’s business. A Platinum Sponsorship is $250/year. With our
scheduled 8 events per year, this works out to $31.25/event. Young’s BBQ is the only Platinum Vendor
who takes advantage of this benefit at every opportunity. 2Sew4U has also taken advantage of their
sponsorship to set up a tent and sell t-shirts on occasion.

Last year we had several food vendors that expressed an interest in providing food items at our events.
These items would not compete with Young’s BBQ and would expand our food offerings. However, the
only clear avenue available to a new food vendor was to pay $250 and become a Platinum Sponsor. Not
knowing the event, or the potential opportunity for a profit, this was a deterrent to a new vendor or
potential sponsor.

The solution approved by the membership in May of 2023 was to allow an approved food vendor to pay
$35 per event and sell his items. Each food vendor has to pass the scrutiny of the Board and sell
products that would enhance our events. If the vendor has a good experience and would like to continue
to supply his product at our events, it would be less expensive, and more beneficial to him, to become a
Platinum Sponsor. We have had at least one successful Platinum Sponsor join through this process.

Proposed Change- What we failed to recognize is that this same procedure could be used to allow
non-food vendors at our events. An inquiry by an Amsoil Distributor was considered by the Board and
allowed. It was felt that his product, a line of automotive lubricants, could add value to our participants
knowledge of caring for their car, and could provide a benefit by providing a channel to purchase quality
products that are not readily available in stores. However, this pointed out a flaw in our Bylaws since
we only provided for new Food Vendors. The proposed change to our Bylaws is to strike out the word
Food in the below Bylaw paragraph, letting this paragraph apply to any vendor thought to be beneficial
to our event:

Section 2: Feed Vendors
Foed Vendors at a club function are usually considered a necessity for the success of
the event and are at the invitation of the Board. Any feed vendor may petition the Board
for permission to set up a feed booth. The location of a vendor's booth at an event will
be determined by the Vice President, or in his absence another Board member. There
will be a charge of $35 each month for participating as a feed vendor. Participation will
continue until revoked by the Board or resignation by the vendor. Sponsorship is not a
requirement but always encouraged. A feed vendor that is also a sponsor has benefits
as defined in Article IX.

Most of us grew up leaving a manual
transmission in gear and setting the parking brake when
exitingthecar. At | east thatodos what mon
to do. Those with money went the way of an automatic

transmission where you pulled back on the gear lever, or

pushed a button on the lever, and shoved it into the park

position. At one time Chrysler Corporation even

experimented with a push button transmission that

included a Park button. When you put an automatic

transmission into park, you were mechanically shoving a metal bar into a gear to keep it from
rotating, and keept he car from rolling. Even the push b
attached to the buttons that did the same thing. Mechanically blocking the automatic

transmission in park was very much like leaving the manual transmission car in gear with the

engine off to help keep it from moving. In most cars today, ifyoudon 6t s hi ft i nto pa
perhaps reverse gear in a manual, you ¢ a ngétthe keyout,or t he engi nertheondt
alarm bells make sure you know you have goofed up. But what about these modern cars?

Today6é automatic transmissions may have gear selection buttons on your console. You may
have a little lever on your dashboard, or you may have something that looks like the gear stick
of old. In most cases today though, those items are only connected to wires that connect to a
computer, that connect to actuators inside the transmission. There may be a park position but
i f you dondét e ngapregrammed to complainhoadly oroon letydudeave the
vehicle? Is the computer smart enough to engage both the brake and the transmission, like
you father taught you? What about electric vehicles? They are silent. Point is, get to know
your vehicle!
